We have not let this deter us and con-
tinue to pursue these grievances because 
they are important and will only make 
things better for all Lieutenants later on 
down the road.

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 Over the past year I have been your grievance chairman and we as a union have endured frustration by 
the Department’s antics and success at times! Last summer, the Department took the position that any Lieutenant that 
was assigned to a Management / Administrative position could be detailed out to District Law Enforcement and de-
manded these lieutenants to “Volunteer” for several days each period which necessitated that these lieutenants change 
their RDO and watch to facilitate this demand. The union was contacted and we took an aggressive stance and filed 40 
plus grievances in reference to this matter. The matter was prioritized and an arbitration hearing was held in July, for an 
incident which occurred in April, and briefs were forwarded to the arbitrator in November. We are currently awaiting the 
arbitrator’s ruling in this incident to determine which course of action would be of the most benefit to the Lieutenants 
involved and the union. Arbitration is normally a very slow process and this particular issue has moved at an unprece-
dented pace forward. As a result of this pending matter, the Department limited calling upon these Lieutenants again to 
“Volunteer” in the 13th period when they were once again short of District Law Watch Commanders.  During this time, 
only a limited number of Lieutenants filed grievances while some complained of being pressured to “volunteer” and 
feared that there would be repercussions if they did not.  

The Department has created this monster of not having sufficient personnel to fill these vacancies by failing to 
promote and allowing the rank of Watch Commanders / Captain to fall far below the budgeted strength of 80 (47 cur-
rently) and 266 Lieutenants (227 currently). This has the Department struggling to fill District Law Enforcement Watch 
Commander positions by liberally interpreting (and misinterpreting) contractual obligations and attempting to evade pay-
ing premium time in an effort to reduce the budget at the cost of our members. Each and every time a Lieutenant agrees 
to “Volunteer” to change their RDO or watch, at the request of the administration, allows this practice to continue and 
will only get worse as the nicer weather approaches!  
 Another issue that has recently come to our attention has been that the Department has begun to deny time due, 
as a result of “manpower” and is refusing to detail a Lieutenant from one area to another (or use available bid Lieuten-
ants) to avoid paying premium pay. If you are denied use of you hard earned time and are able to determine that there 
was an available Lieutenant in another area but was not detailed, FILE A GRIEVANCE and include the districts where 
the Lieutenants (all of them) were available to be detailed from to allow you use of your time! Also, be aware of the con-
tractual changes that were made to the use of Personal days that make them more valuable and difficult to deny.  Lastly, 
please contact your area representative if you have any questions!  
 Stay safe & protect your people, no one else will!

 In 2010,  the CPD had about 550 retirees.  We can anticipate a large number of CPD retiring this year as well.  
The FOP is again pushing legislation to basically eliminate the supervisor trustee representation on the Pension Board. 
We fought this legislation last year  and it was not passed, the battle continues. There is also a number of pension related 
bills being sponsored in Springfield. Our PBPA attorney is monitoring them closely. 
 The City is now talking about increasing employee contributions. Last year they had no intention of bringing 
forth this idea because with the two times multiplier they would have been paying more into the Fund. After the new 
Pension legislation that requires actuarial funding beginning in 2015, the city now wants employees to contribute more 
because they are going to have to contribute more. This should be a subject of labor negotiation. 
 The City has been making their two time multiplier payments but, as I have stated at many meetings, this for-
mula was invented and doomed to fail. The formula never required actuarial funding which many other municipalities 
have. The state legislation currently states that our earned pension benefits will not be diminished. 
The two tiered system that was created and passed only affects new hires as of Jan. 1, 2011. Current employees are not 
affected. 
 Have a great and safe 2011.

• cargo pants 

• turtleneck/dickie 

• fleece jacket 

• knit hat 

• baseball cap 
molle vest cover (required to be worn with nylon duty gear)
