NEW CHICAGO GUN REGISTRA-
TION INFO

Listed is the new gun registration infor-
mation for retirees who own firearms in
Chicago. If you reside in Chicago you
are not required to re-register your fire-
arms until your current firearms registra-
tion expires. When your current registra-
tion expires you will have to visit the
Gun Registration office at Police Head-
quarters, 3510 South Michigan Ave.

DO NOT USE ANY FORMS
DOWNLOADED FROM THE COM-
PUTER.

The new Firearm Registration
CPD-31.562 (Rev. 7/10) must
be used. There is no fee for re-
tired CPD members who are
registering duty related weap-
ons. Long guns and non-duty
related weapons will require a
fee of $15.00 per weapon (one
time fee). Photos are no longer
required on Firearm Registra-
tion form.

The new Chicago Firearms Per-
mit (CFP) CPD-31.577 (7/10)

must be used. When your current
firearms registration expires you
will be required to apply for a
Chicago Firearms Permit. The
permit will be valid for three (3)
years (a notary is not required and
the $100.00 fee is waived). You
will need two (2) recent photos
for the permit. Additionally, you
must have a CPD retired ID card,

valid FOID card and valid Drivers

License.

NOTE: to obtain a Chicago
Firearms Permit you will have
to have an Illinois Retired Offi-
cers Concealed Carry (IROCC)
card or proof of attendance at a
five (5) hour Firearms Safety
Course at an approved facility.
