As of July 31, 2011, the Chicago
Police Pension had 12,485 sworn
officer contributors. The Chicago
Police Department is budgeted for
13,500 sworn personnel. While
the Department is short over 1000
officers, this also affects the Pen-
sion. With a nine percent contri-
bution by sworn officers plus the
City two time multiplier, the Pen-
sion is not receiving a significant
amount of funds. Hopefully we
will see many new hires in the
near future.

In 2009, the total number of Chi-
cago Police sworn personnel who
retired was 262, for 2010 that total
was 553, as of July 2011 the total
number of retirees to date is 284.
Typically the majority of sworn
personnel retire towards the end of
the year. Although new recruits
would not “hit” the streets until
next year, we welcome the infu-
sion of contributions into the Pen-
sion Fund.
